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City of St. Marys Airport

The City of St. Marys received notice today, May 19, that legislation to close and relocate the City of St. Marys Airport has been introduced in the House of Representatives and the Senate. The legislation would fund the closure of the airport and that funding would be utilized to help identify and relocate a new airport in Southeast Georgia.
The City knew that the future of the airport was under discussion at the highest levels in Washington by the FAA and Navy. There now appears to be a pathway forward agreed upon by both parties. 
The City of St. Marys was aware of the security concerns raised by the Navy due to the close proximity of the airport to Naval Submarine Base Kings Base.  These concerns are more fully identified in the Camden Kings Bay Joint Land Use Study completed in 2014.
The City appreciates the efforts of the FAA and Navy in working towards a resolution and looks forward to working with both agencies in resolving this matter.
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
