Call to Order
Mr. Tommy Sailors called the Storm Water Task Force meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 

Roll Call 
Mr. Sailors conducted a roll call confirming a quorum of members present for the meeting.

Approval of Minutes
Mr. Newton made a Motion to approve the minutes from February 25, 2020. Mr. Marx seconded the Motion. 
The Motion passed unanimously. 

Old Business
Storm Water Education; What, How, Who
Discussion was held regarding customers with large impervious surfaces that would be impacted by the Storm Water fee. A Storm Water Task Force Public Education Session is scheduled on April 14, 2020. Consensus of the Task Force was that Ms. Ashcroft will prepare a draft form letter for Task Force review and once approved the letter will be sent to these customers so they can have it before the April 14, 2020 session. 

Mr. Marr stated the Non-Single-Family Residential customer list needs to be prepared before the April 14, 2020 session. Mr. Reilly said the letter needs to be mailed by March 20, 2020.

It was the consensus of the Task Force GMC would need to be at the session to answer any questions form the public about their property assessments. Mr. Reilly stated the Public Education Session agenda needed to be reviewed at the next Task Force meeting.

Mr. Sailors stated the flyer that was instead into the water bills had an incorrect email address to contact the Task Force. Mr. Sailors said the error happened at the printing company. Action to correct the issue was taken by putting the correct contact information on the City Facebook page and web page. 

Mr. Reilly made a Motion to change any former names the Task Force has been known as to be Storm Water Task Force. Ms. Ashcroft seconded the Motion. The Motion passed unanimously. 

Change name of Public Hearing to Public Education Session 
Mr. Reilly made a Motion to change the name of the Public Hearing to Public Education Session. 

Public Education Session Advertisement
The session will be advertised through local newspaper, City web site and social media. 

Anticipated Public Questions Review
Discussion was held regarding the information for the Public Education session. It was the consensus of the Task Force that it wouldn’t be possible to answer how each properties EDUS were calculated at the session. It would be possible to explain the process of how the EDU is calculated and how to apply for credits. Mr. Reilly stated the purpose of session is to explain the need for the stormwater management plan and provide education on the topic. Mr. Newton provided a list of potential questions he developed. Mr. Reilly suggested Mr. Newton’s questions and the existing questions that are on the web site be combined for the Task Force to review at the next meeting. Mr. Newton said he wants more information and questions/answers put on the web site.
