The Mayor and City Council for the City of St. Marys, Georgia met for its regular City Council
session on Monday, November 3, 2014 in the Council Chamber at City Hall.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Morrissey called the City Council Meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. Councilmember Dave
Reilly gave the invocation. Mayor Morrissey led the audience in the pledge of allegiance.
Council roll call indicated a quorum of Council members present for the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: October 20, 2014 Regular City Council Meeting Minutes

Councilmember Colville made a motion to approve the October 20, 2014 Regular City Council
meeting minutes. Councilmember Reilly seconded the motion. Voting was recorded as follows:

PRESENTATIONS:

AED PRESENTATION: St. Marys Police Chief Timothy Hatch & Sheriff James Proctor

Camden County Sheriff explained the AED Challenge issued to Kingsland and St. Marys Police
Departments which will enable officers to assist in medical emergencies. Sheriff Proctor
announced Camden County has the first AED Loaner Program in the United States.

ROAD CONDITION SURVEY: Bobby Marr (Public Works Director)

The Public Works Director presented several options available to assess road conditions in St.
Marys. Mr. Marr also briefly spoke about the opportunity to revise the FY 2013 LMIG to
include road condition survey options. Councilmember Gant stated road condition surveys are
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needed and mentioned the condition of several roads in the City. Mayor Morrissey explained the

difference between operational funds and funds for projects such as this one.

BOARD ANNOUNCEMENT (VACANCY):
Historic Preservation Commission (Richard Arrington)
Mayor Morrissey announced an opening on the Historic Preservation Commission.

BOARD APPOINTMENT (VACANCY):

Mayor Morrissey stated no applications were received for the Industrial Development Authority
and announced various ways to submit an application.

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA:
Councilmember Reilly made a motion to approve the agenda as revised. Councilmember
Colville seconded the motion. Voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

GRANTING AUDIENCE TO THE PUBLIC:

Terry Landreth, 1929 Osborne Road: Mr. Landreth spoke about the East Coast
Greenway, Recreation Trails Grant and his support for the project.

Mike Pilolla, 20 Lonesome Pine: Mr. Pilolla mentioned the various bicycle events in
Georgia/Florida and the monetary impact from them on the cities. Mr. Pilolla stated his
support for the East Coast Greenway and Recreation Trails Grant.

Bill Bruce, 304 Charleston Way. Mr. Bruce stated the proposed East Coast Greenway
and Recreation Trails Grant will present an opportunity for citizens to enjoy local bike
ways.

Cliff Davenport, 604 Ready Street: Mr. Davenport announced several upcoming bicycle
ride events in Georgia and Florida which helps tourism in those cities.

OLD BUSINESS:

A. FY 2013 L,OCAL MAINTENANCE & IMPROVEMENT GRANT (GDOT) L STREET/ GRACE
STREET/RIGHT TURN LANE ON EXIT RAMP ST. MARYS ROAD: Bobby Marr (Public Works
Director) Request refusal of construction bids received and authorization to re-advertise the
project Councilmember Gant made a motion to reject submitted bids and authorize City
personnel to advertise the project again. Councilmember Rejlly seconded the motion.
Councilmember Nutter moved for discussion and asked if decreased fossil fuel prices might
have a positive effect on the project. Mr. Marr responded it would not and gave a brief
explanation of the formula utilized by Georgia Department of Transportation to allocate
funds to a project. Councilmember Gant rescinded his previous motion.

Councilmember Gant made a motion to reject the bids submitted and authorize City
personnel to advertise the project only for the exit ramp (right turn lane) from St. Marys
Road down to Highway 40 excluding L and Grace Streets. Councilmember Reilly seconded
the motion. Voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. TROLLEY BUILDING: Bobby Marr (Public Works Director)
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Request authorization to re-advertise the project for bids and refusal of construction bid
received

The Public Works Director gave a brief overview of the project and stated alternative options
were being reviewed. Councilmember Reilly made a motion to reject the bids submitted and
approve demolition of the Trolley Building. Councilmember Colville seconded the motion.
Councilmember Reilly mentioned the Kiwanis insurance. Councilmember Nutter mentioned
his e-mail on a cost effective option for a two car garage (20X20) for approximately $10,900.

Mr. Nutter stated various options should be considered including a community project to
build the garage with the City and the hiring of a construction manager if needed. Mr. Marr
mentioned the absence of footers for the slab and hurricane requirements. Councilmember
Williams made a Call for Question. Voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

B. NAMING RIGHTS POLICY CONSIDERATION: Mr. John J. Holman (City Manager)
Request approval of Naming Rights Policy regarding City Assets
Councilmember Colville made a motion to publish the proposed policy as amended by the
City Manager for public comment. Councilmember Williams seconded the motion.
Councilmember Gant moved for discussion and mentioned the Advisory/Ad-hoc Committees
for clarification and number of signatures needed on petition. The City Manager stated he
would revise to Ad-hoc Committee and the number of names required could be revised as
well. Councilmember Nutter mentioned being deceased as a requirement. The City Manager
stated he would bring the item back at the December 1, 2014 City Council meeting. Voting
was unanimous in favor of the motion.

C. TABBY RUINS HISTORICAL SITE-GEORGIA RECREATIONAL TRAILS GRANT AND
GREENWAY LETTER OF ENDORSEMENT: Mr. John J. Holman (City Manager)
Request approval of Letter of Endorsement for the 0.5 mile St. Marys Tabby Trail to the East
Coast Greenway (ECG) and application for the Georgia Recreational Trail Program Grant

The City Manager gave an overview of the project stating monetary funds may only be
utilized for construction purpose. Mr. Holman also mentioned the collaboration between
Camden County, Coastal Regional Commission and St. Marys for the project.
Councilmember Stasinis made a motion to approve the letter of endorsement to the East
Coast Greenway and application for the Georgia Recreational Trail Program Grant.
Councilmember Nutter seconded the motion. Councilmember Reilly moved for discussion
and stated the bike trails should be included in the master plan for the City. Voting was
unanimous in favor of the motion.

D. KAYAK LAUNCHING GRANT UPDATE: Roger Weaver (Planning Director)
The Planning Director gave Council an update on various docks in the City, kayak routes on
the river and the potential for increase kayak use for citizens.

NEW BUSINESS: TO CONSIDER THE AWARD OF A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT FOR DESIGN OF
THE WASHINGTON OAK and PUMP TRAFFIC CIRCLE.

PURPOSE: To consider the award of a professional services contract to Bennett Surveying in the amount of
$3750 for the design of the Washington Oak and Pump Traffic Circle.

RECOMMENDATION: The City Manager and Planning Department recommend that City Council award this
professional services contract to Bennett Surveying in the amount noted and provide additional $1750 to
the $2000 from the Masonic Order to pay for the services.

HISTORY/ANALYSIS: The St. Marys Masonic Order created tradition and site of the Washington Oak and
Pump in 1799 when George Washington was buried. Since then, trees were planted and died, a state
historic marker installed, a stone monument installed, and a Victorian fence installed around the old pump
site. The site has fallen into disarray and the Masonic Order, in conjunction with the City, would like to
improve the appearance of the site with the City solving a traffic concern at the same time.

A sketch was prepared by the Planning Department for small traffic circle that would solve the traffic issue,
while at the same time create a focal point for our residents and visitors. This historic site is bounded on
the four sides by our Tourism Builidng, Orange Hall, the Presbyterian Church, and the Archibald Clarke
House (the oldest in the City). This is the most historic focal point of the City’s History and needs to reflect
that importance.

City Council requested that professional services proposals be received from qualified local
surveyors/engineers. Two proposals were received, with the proposal of Bennett Surveying being the
lowest at $5450. The Masonic Order had originally thought that they could provide $5000 towards this
cost, but are only able to provide $2000. This office reviewed with the proposed consultant the items
included in the proposal and determined that the $1700 landscape sub-consultant would not be necessary
for a tree and some grass, thereby lowering the fee to $3750. Subtracting the $2000 being provided by the
Masonic Order leaves a shortfall of $1750. | have asked if the Masonic Order can provide these additional
funds.

Although the Masonic Order originally agreed to pay the entire cost for the engineering of this project, if
the City could provide the additional $1750, there would be sufficient funds to get the engineering done to
provide the data necessary to get construction bids from contractors OR provide data that SMPW could use
to construct it, if they believe it would be within their skill set.

Military Land Use Notification Area by 6000 feet to a
total of 9000 feet.

A-8. Establish a formal policy (and intergovernmental agreement, as needed) to expand the Military
Land Use Notification Area beyond 3,000 ft. per local agreement (applicable to Camden County and
City of St. Marys). Recommended expansion of boundary by 6,000 ft. to establish a total 9,000 ft.
notification/review area inclusive of State mandated zone. $5

A-9. Include occupation tax license (a.k.a. business license) application review by SUBASE Kings Bay
(for parcels within the additional 6,000 ft. review area) to facilitate Jjoint determination of whether
proposed uses would have adverse impacts on base security and mission. $

The 3000 foot Military Land Use Notification Area is a Ga State law that has been in existence for quite
some time. Within the 3000 foot buffer, any change in land use, or zoning, or occupation tax licenses is
required to be reviewed and commented on by the appropriate Sub Base personnel. The Sub Base has
thirty (30) days to express any objection to the data presented. If they have no comment, then after thirty
(30) days the data presented to the Sub Base is considered (by the City and the Navy) not having an adverse
effect on the Sub Base.

Since | have been with the City (8 years) there have been at most two items submitted to the Sub Base, as
any possible incompatible use or adverse effect has been addressed prior to the applicant making any
formal request for approval that would require Sub Base review. This process has been working quite well.

The Planning office of the Sub Base has advised the JLUS Implementation Committee that there is no valid
security reason for extending the Military Land Use Notification Area buffer the additional 6000 feet, and
defer to the City and decision or action.

After review with Mr. Holman, and after considering comments received during the various public
presentations regarding the JLUS and the recommendation listed in A-8 and A-0, staff has determined that
this recommendation not be adopted by City Council.

NEW BUSINESS: ORDINANCE FOR THE REMOVAL AND DEMOLITION OF: 163 & 173 OLYMPIC LANE; and 710 NORRIS
STREET

PURPOSE: The City of St. Marys is requesting ordinances to be enacted pursuant to the City of St. Marys Nuisance
Abatement Code providing for the demolition and removal of:

1. Two dilapidated structures located at 163 & 173 Olympic Lane, Tax Parcel 135C 006 owned by Robyn
Wainwright, St. Marys, GA 31558; to provide for the imposition of a lien for demolition costs; and other
purposes.

2. One dilapidated structure located at 710 Norris Street, Tax Parcel $34 06 004; owned by Sammie Lee & Grace
Campbell, 1104 Wheeler Street, St. Marys, GA 31558; to provide for the imposition of a lien for demolition
costs; and other purposes.

RECOMMENDATION:  The Planning Department recommends approval of ordinances requiring the removal and
demolition of the properties noted.

HISTORY/ANALYSIS: For each of the parcels/structures noted above, the following is the applicable History/Analysis.

1. OnlJanuary 11, 2013, the property owner received a certified letter from the City of St. Marys regarding
property complaints received for 163 & 173 Olympic Lane. The letter stated a Public Hearing would be held
on February 21, 2013 to determine if the structure was fit for occupancy.

On May 14, 2013, Ms. Wainwright met with the Planning Department and stated she had someone to come
and inspect the structures which determined both structures to be structurally sound. The Planning Director
granted Ms. Wainwright a 30 day extension (June 13, 2013) to allow the property owner time to board all the
windows on both structures, lock and secure the doors and remove the rear porch at 173 Olympic Lane.

In June 2014, the Code Compliance Officer began to receive complaints regarding these structures. Photos
were taken on October 9, 2014 which showed the rear porch at 173 Olympic Lane had been removed. Some
of the windows were boarded and painted.

On October 10, 2014, the Planning Department mailed Ms. Wainwright a certified letter informing of the new
complaints and informed her if she wished to keep the structures intact, the City would require a current
evaluation of the structures by a properly certified Georgia Engineer within 30 days, November 10, 2014. Ms.
Wainwright was informed if the City does not receive an engineer’s evaluation of the structures, the City will
commence to request an ordinance from City Council to have the structures removed. The cost of demolition
by the City would be a lien for such amount against the real property upon which the cost was incurred. The
certified letter was returned to the City showing unclaimed by the Post Office.

Public Works has estimated the cost to demolish the structures as noted below. These are not costs that will
be place on the lien.

163 Olympic Lane - $910.68

173 Olympic Lane - $2673.04

2. On March 15, 2012 the property owner received a letter from the City of St. Marys regarding property
complaints received for 710 Norris Street. The letter stated a Public Hearing would be held on
April 12, 2012 to determine if the structure was fit for occupancy.

On April 12, 2012, Mr. Campbell attended the Public Hearing and stated his plans were to remove the rear
section of the structure, board all the windows and paint the windows to match the remainder of the
structure if the City would be in agreement to allow the repairs in lieu of removing the structure. Mr. Weaver,
Planning Director, did grant Mr. Campbell a 45 day extension for repairs. Mr. Campbell was informed if the
issues were not addressed, the City would proceed to remove the structure. The repairs to the structure were
not made.

On October 10, 2014, the Planning Department mailed a letter to Mr. Campbell stating the City has received
additional complaints and will be proceeding to commence an ordinance from City Council to remove the
structure and place a lien on the property for the costs incurred to demolish and remove the structure. Mr.
Campbell was informed the ordinance request to remove the structure would be placed on the November 17,
2014 City Council agenda. If he had any questions, he was advised to contact the Planning Department.

Public Works has provided an estimate of $3424.72 to remove the structure. The property owner has a
current property tax amount due of $77.84; back taxes due in the amount of $783.77. The total amount of
property taxes owed on the property is $861.61.

If the City does
not receive an engineer’s evaluation of the structure, the City will commence to request an ordinance from City Council to have
the structures removed and place a lien on the property for the costs incurred to demolish and remove the structure. The cost of
vacating, removing, closing and/or demolition by the City shall be a lien for such amount against the real property upon which the
cost was incurred. The lien shall attach to the real property upon the payment of all costs of action against the property by the
city and the filing by the city of a notice of lien as in the 0.C.G.A. § 41-2-12(f) in the real property records maintained by the office
of the clerk of the county superior court.

The amount of the LMIG funding to the City from GDOT is $137,548.53. The City of St.
Marys has to provide a 30% match in the amount of $41,264.55 for a total amount of
$178,813.08.

The City of St. Marys contracted with Moreland Altobelli Associates, Inc to provide the
Engineering Services of the design and contract administration of the project. Once the
City acquired the GDOT permit for the intersection of St. Marys Road and State Route 40
improvements, the Public Works Department advertised the project for bids. The City
received two bids with the both bids over budget.

After analyzing the bids and the available funds, the Public Works Department
recommended and city council approved to reject the bids at the November 3, 2014 city
council meeting.
